Instructions for PocketPC Applications by Robert Gillespie, MD

If you are working on a desktop or laptop computer, the full-size version of these are recommended, as they have added features, better graphics and better printout appearance.  They are available at www.geocities.com/pedirob.
Start by unzipping the files and moving to your pocket PC. 

Mini-Kt/V:  
This contains separate sections for delivered and prescribed hemodialysis.  You can use them together or just use one of them.

Delivered Hemodialysis:  Enter the information requested in the yellow fields.  When you are finished, move the cursor to any other field, then read the URR and Kt/V at the bottom.  

Prescribed Hemodialysis:  Note that the dialyzer name, BFR and desired Kt/V are optional fields; the calculation will work even with these blank.  Enter the information requested in the yellow fields.  When you are finished, move the cursor to any other field, then read the predicted URR and Kt/V at the bottom.  If you entered a desired Kt/V, the spreadsheet will also display the estimated number of minutes to achieve this.

PocketStone:  

Enter the information requested in the yellow fields.  Note for “age group” you should enter a 1, 2 or 3, according to the table.  Also note the units (e.g., mg/d) and be sure they correspond with the units on your lab report.  When you are finished, move the cursor to any other field, and read the standardized results at the bottom.

SuperSchwartz:

This application has 3 parts:

· Estimated creatinine clearance (using random serum creatinine and Schwartz formula)

· Inches to cm converter (You’ll need cm to use the Schwartz formula)

· Calculated creatinine clearance calculator (using 24-hour urine collection and UV/P formula)

You can use one or more parts at any time.

Fill in the information in the yellow boxes.  Don’t enter data in the orange boxes; this is for the results!  When you are finished, move the cursor to any other field, then read the results.
